双语班针对以非中文为母语的学生。所用教材《快乐汉语》由中国汉办专门为海外学生设计，有拼音及英文注释。最重要的一点是，配合这套教材，汉办设有免费的教学网站kid.chinese.cn，便于学生课后复习以及家长了解孩子所学的内容。

Online introduction to our course offerings:

The bilingual courses are designed for students whose native language is not Chinese.  The textbook series, Happy Chinese, is the course material designed specifically for non-Chinese language learners by the Chinese National Office for Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language (Hanban), and it provides students with both pinyin and English translations.  Most importantly, Hanban has set up a free website to accompany this material, http://kid.chinese.cn/en/article/2009-09/25/content_68533.htm, so that students can review lessons at home and deepen their understanding of the course content.

The requirements for students are as follows:

Bilingual 1:  For students who have no or very limited Chinese Language skills and would like to explore the mysterious of the Chinese language and interesting in learning the Chinese cultures.  This course emphasizes on basic Chinese speaking and listening, everyday spoken language practice, and, along with the course materials, will introduce some features of Chinese culture, such as Chinese children poems, games, music, painting, traditional stories, traditional festivals, etc.  By end of the year student should be able to introduce them self in Chinese by speaking 5-10 simple Chinese sentences, and also able to recognize approximant 50 Chinese characters.

Bilingual 2:  For students with at least 50 words of basic Chinese, such as vocabulary for numbers, relatives, etc., and who can say 10-15 basic sentences in Chinese.  This course is also appropriate for beginner 8 and older who would like to advance quickly in their study of Chinese. This course emphasizes basic, everyday spoken language practice, and, along with the course materials, will introduce some features of Chinese culture, such as music, painting, traditional stories, traditional festivals, etc.  
Bilingual 3: For students who have at least 70-80 hours previous Chinese studies and would like to advance quickly in their study of Chinese. This course requires that student understand the Chinese pinyin, able to speak very basic Chinese daily sentences and have the basic ability to read the simple Chinese paragraph by recognizing the pinyin.  This course will learn Chinese language speaking, listening, read and writing along with Chinese culture, the course  is also help students to build up the confidence in Chinese learning in the future.

Bilingual 4: For students who have studied 1~3 year Chinese, and want to study Chinese more intensively. Students shall be able to read pinyin for each Chinese character; can read at least 70~80 Chinese characters without looking at pinyin; can speak basic social sentences such as: how are you, are you busy, how much is this, how old are you, etc. This course will learn Chinese language speaking, listening, writing, reading comprehension, and Chinese characters’ typing.  Each lesson will be 1.5 hour long. The first hour is lecture. The last half hour will be students’ group conversation in Chinese by using the words and sentences learned in class that day. Homework is due every Sunday which ask each student to both type and write the sentences learned in the last lesson.

The Chinese School kindly allows students interested in studying Chinese to try first one or two classes for free, but requests all students to sign up in advance.
